SUNDAY THOUGHT 

Mark 6:1-6 

  

In today’s Gospel, Jesus comes face to face with 

opposition to His message of love and hope. He had 

come wanting to bring His message of forgiveness to 

His neighbors and friends, but they did not want to hear 

it. They complained instead that he was just a carpenter 

who would have little or nothing to offer them. 

Unfortunately, Jesus’ neighbors were limited to what 

their physical senses could bring them. What they had 

before them was the Messiah, the Son of God. What 

they saw was only a local boy whose parents they 

believed were Mary and Joseph. Their limited viewpoint 

without the enhancement of faith kept them from seeing 

who Jesus really was. Without the gift of faith, our 

outlook on life will be limited likewise. We will be 

conscious only of what we can encounter with our five 

senses. As Christians we know that there is much more 

to life then this. The people from Nazareth who had 

grown up with Jesus only saw Him from the outside and 

they thought that they really knew who He was. How 

badly mistaken they were! Their lack of faith put a 

roadblock in front of all that Jesus wanted to give them. 

If we wish to receive all that Jesus wants to give us, we 

cannot allow roadblocks to enter our lives either. We 

must be open to the wonderful possibilities that God 

holds open to all of us to grow in His grace and in His 

love.

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CELEBRATING THE SAINTS 

Saint Teresa of Calcutta, Foundress (1910-1997) 

 

 Agnes Gonxha Bojaxhiu came from Skopje, 

modern day Macedonia. Her father died when she was five. 

At the age of seventeen, she entered the Sisters of Loreto. 

They sent her to Calcutta, India, to teach in a girls’ school.  

 In 1946, on a train to Darjeeling to recuperate from 

tuberculosis, she received an “order” from Christ to 

undertake a new sort of radical life in service to “the 

poorest of the poor.” Two years later, she was granted leave 

to go to Calcutta’s slums. She tended the dying, took in the 

orphans. Within a year some of her old students had joined 

her. In 1950, the Missionaries of Charity were granted 

status as a Congregation.  

 After her death in 1997, the publication of Teresa’s 

private letters showed that she had suffered from an almost 

continuous darkness lasting over forty years, the feeling of 

being rejected and unwanted from the moment her work 

had begun. “I call, I cling, I want – and there is no One to 

answer,” she wrote. In time the “tunnel” was revealed to 

her as a share in the spiritual abandonment suffered by the 

very poor she served, a communion with the darkness 

Christ had experienced on the cross. 

 Her extraordinarily fruitful vocation continues to 

be manifest in the work of her order, carried on by priests, 

brothers, lay volunteers, and of over 4500 sisters in 133 

countries. Her feast day is September 5

th

.
